Writers may either create their own fictional characters and settings, liberally “borrow” from established universes, such as Vampire Hunter D--or devise crossover-universe stories featuring, for example, characters from Hetalia and Yu-Gi-Oh.

ELIGIBILITY:
Only registered, pre-paid members of Bishie Con may enter.  
RULES AND GUIDELINES:
· All work must be original, created by the contestant him/herself.  

· No more than 30 pages per story or chapter.  Please do not submit entire books.  (I don’t want to kill too many trees…..)
· Enter as many times as you like.  One story & registration form per e-mail, please.  
· Include your legal name and your pen name on your fiction.  We will only read aloud or print the name which you permit us to use.  
· No attachments!  Copy and paste your story and your entry form into your e-mail.

· ATTENTION 2009 FAN FICTION CONTEST WINNERS:  Please do not re-submit last year’s entries this year.  Send something the judge hasn’t yet read!
· When you enter this contest, you automatically give full consent to have your entry read aloud at the convention and/or posted on the Bishie Con website.  

CATEGORIES & PRIZES:
There are two main categories:  Under 18 and 18+.  For each category, there will be First, Second, and Third Place prizes.  Depending on the volume of entries, Judge’s Choice Certificates may be given for entries showing impressive work in such areas as Best Seduction, Best Crossover, or other equally delicious categories.  
FORMAT:
All entries must be written in English, in a Windows OS appropriate format.  Artwork for your story is not required.  (Using some Japanese language is OK, but please remember that the judges use English as their first language.)
