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Crossplay Contest Rules and Entry Form

The rules of the Crossplay Contest are pretty simple.
1. Someone in your presentation must be cross-dressing in some way.  This can be a woman as a man, a man as a woman, even a woman as a man who dresses as a woman or any combination similar.

2. Because this is a semi-family-friendly show, please keep all “bits” covered.  Excessive nudity may cause you not to be able to present.  Innuendo and other risqué humor is not only allowed but encouraged.  Still, offensive terms and curse words are not allowed in your presentation.

3. A skit is anything that is not just a “runway”-type presentation.  It can be anything from a quick visual pun to a short play.  Karaoke and lip-synching are allowed as long as you bring your own track.  Skits may not be longer than 3 minutes.
4. Unlike a convention cosplay contest or masquerade, we do not have workmanship judging.  Your workmanship is judged by how it looks from the audience when you are on stage and by your detailed description on your judging form.  Please fill that description out with as much information as you can.

5. Entrants who made their own costumes and provide a detailed description of their methods on the entry form will be judged more favorably than entrants who did not make their own costumes.  If someone else present made your costume(s) for you, he/she will be called up for your award as well.

6. All skit entrants should sign up for a tech rehearsal time.  Please choose your time from the list posted on the registration desk and write your name legibly next to it.  You MUST be on time to that tech rehearsal time or you will be skipped (please come early in case we are running ahead).  A tech rehearsal is a quick run-through to make sure you and the tech crew are synchronized for the show.  Walk-on entries are encouraged to attend the walk-on tech rehearsal at 11:00 a.m. on Saturday.  All rehearsals are in the main events room.  If you want a chance to rehearse your skit, you must sign up for a tech rehearsal before 
7. All entrants MUST be in the green room (Clayton Foyer, the room off to the side of the Tudor Room) by 6:30 p.m. on Saturday.  The green room opens at 5:00 p.m., and there will be helpers to make sure your stage experience is as smooth as possible.
